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COOPERATOR AGREEMENT # 2013-04


This agreement (“Agreement”) is made as of April 1st. 2013, by and between NAME OF LANDOWNER (hereinafter referred to as “Cooperator”) and the Yolo County Resource Conservation District (hereinafter referred to as “RCD”) through its office at 221 West Court St., Woodland, CA, 95695 and pertains to property located at ADDRESS, Yolo County, California (hereinafter referred to as the “Property”). The Cooperator is the Landowner or authorized agent of the landowner.

The purpose of this Agreement is to allow the completion of all work necessary riparian enhancements on Cottonwood Slough, hereinafter referred to as “Project,” that provides soil stabilization, water quality improvements, increased biodiversity, and habitat for pollinators, birds, and wildlife on the Property, as specified below under Terms and Conditions. All work shall be confined to the area shown on the map attached hereto as Exhibit 1. This Agreement will remain in effect until the Project is completed, and not longer than 3 years from the month, day and year first written above (hereinafter referred as the “Term”).


TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Cooperator and RCD agree to the following terms and conditions:

1.  RCD will pay up to a maximum of $25,000 in cost-share to cover costs of pond construction and planting.

2.  Cooperator hereby gives RCD and their respective employees, agents and assigns permission to enter the Property to perform and undertake the Project as described in Exhibit A, attached.

3. Cooperator hereby gives California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW) representatives permission to enter the property for project evaluation. Access will be limited to those portions of the property where pond construction is taking place and those additional portions that must be crossed to gain access to the work site. The CDFW representative will contact the Cooperator at least 72 hours prior to any visit.  At no time will CDFW representatives access the property without the Cooperator unless expressively given permission by the Cooperator. 

4.  During the Term, Cooperator and RCD agree that: (a) each party will coordinate its activities with one another in order not to disturb ongoing use of the land for agriculture; (b) the Cooperator will not intentionally take action to disrupt the progress of the Project; (c) each party will comply with all federal, state, and local laws and regulations relating to the use of the Property; and (d) each party will take, use, provide and make proper, reasonable, necessary and sufficient precautions, safeguards and protections against the occurrence of any accidents, injuries or damages to any person or the Property.

5.  During the Term, the Cooperator will notify RCD of planned or pending changes in operation or ownership of the Property. Cooperator acknowledges and agrees that certain portions of the Property will be used and altered in accordance with the Project.

6. No exercise of the rights granted herein shall give rise to any claim of title to the Property on the part of RCD or parties claiming through or under them.  This Agreement and the rights granted herein may not be assigned, in whole or in part, by any party hereto.

7.  RCD shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Cooperator from and against any claim, liability, loss and costs (including reasonable attorney fees) which may be asserted by any person for property damage or personal injury that is a direct result of the exercise of this Agreement by the RCD, its officers, agents, employees, volunteers, or contractors.  The Cooperator shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless RCD, its officers, agents, employees, volunteers, and contractors from and against any claim, liability, loss and costs (including reasonable attorney fees) which may be asserted by any person for property damage or personal injury that is a direct result of a breach by Cooperator of his/her responsibilities and obligations under this Agreement.

8.  The person(s) signing this Agreement on behalf of the Cooperator represents that he/she is authorized to enter into it and that the RCD is relying on this representation in entering into this Agreement.  

The parties hereto have executed this Agreement as of the latest date shown below.

This Agreement is the entire agreement between the RCD and the Cooperator regarding the Property.
