Federal Farmland Protection Program RFP Released

The Farmland Protection Program has issued its Request for Proposals (RFP) for the 2003 funding
cycle. Up to $100 million nationwide is available this fiscal year for the purchase of agricultural
conservation easements. (The portion of that funding being made available to California has not yet
been announced.) The RFP provides detailed information about the requirements and application
process. Applications are due in the Natural Resources Conservation Service (NRCS) State Office in
Davis by May 19, 2003. The RFP may be downloaded from the NRCS website:

As in previous Farmland Protection Program (FPP) funding cycles, applicants applying for matching
funding from the California Farmland Conservancy Program (CFCP) may use the CFCP application
for FPP funding as well, as long as additional requirements of the FPP (e.g., historical or
archaeological significance) are addressed. Applications should be submitted directly to NRCS by
the deadline. Although the same application may be used, applicants must apply to CFCP and FPP
separately. Three copies should be submitted to FPP, and five copies should be submitted to CFCP.

The California NRCS office is also in the process of finalizing additional considerations specifically
for California FPP proposals. The considerations are being developed by working groups of the FPP
sub-committee of the State Technical Advisory Committee. California NRCS will use the national
FPP criteria to evaluate proposals, but may
place a higher priority on projects that also
address any of the additional considerations
identified for projects in California.

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Planning Grants Broaden Easement Possibilities

Great Valley Center & American Farmland Trust Connect in Central Valley

Two of the Central Valley’s agricultural land preservation leaders, the Great Valley Center and the
American Farmland Trust, jointly applied for and recently received a planning grant from the
California Farmland Conservancy Program. The project aims to increase the number of agricultural
conservation easement transactions over the next two years in four target counties: San Joaquin,
Merced, Stanislaus and Yolo.

The grant supports preliminary project development activities such
as: strategic planning for easement acquisition in each county;
negotiation of easement terms with landowners; appraisals; title
research; and project management until an individual project
secures funding for the easement acquisition. These services will
be provided by a number of experienced planning and transaction
specialists, in partnership with local communities and land trusts.
The Merced County Farmlands & Open Space Trust, the Stanislaus
Farmland Trust, and Yolo Land Trust have partnered with the Great
Valley Center as Partnership Communities in its Ag Transactions
Program. San Joaquin County has benefited from on-going efforts
by the County Planning Department and Farm Bureau, as well as
others, to increase awareness of the importance of protecting its !

The CFCP is providing $197,000 toward project costs, the largest CFCP planning grant to date. The
Great Valley Center and American Farmland Trust are collectively providing $375,000 in matching
funds.

Napa County Land Trust Bolsters its Agricultural Easement Donation Activities

The Land Trust of Napa County recently received a CFCP grant of $63,500 to conduct an
assessment of farming and grazing lands within the county as part of a long-range strategic planning
process. A series of focus groups and interviews will assist in developing criteria for prioritizing
important farmland for protection. As follow up to the assessment phase, the CFCP grant will also
cover the land trust’s costs to acquire three donated easements on agricultural lands in the Napa
Valley.

CFCP Planning Grant Opportunities

These planning grants reflect the requirements of bond funding in CFCP’s planning grants. With
CFCP funding now exclusively from bonds, planning projects must now be directly related to
easement acquisition projects. While this no longer allows CFCP to fund planning grants more
broadly oriented to general outreach or research, it does provide land trusts and other easement
holders with an opportunity to seek grants for those “up-front” expenses that projects incur before
easement funding is secured.

If your organization is considering a CFCP planning grant, discuss your ideas with a CFCP grant
manager. You may be asked to put your ideas in writing: a short "pre-proposal” allows CFCP to
provide more detailed feedback to you before you develop complete grant application. For details,
please review Chapter 3 of the CFCP Request for Grant Applications (available online:

The CFCP accepts grant applications on a continuous basis. The CFCP Request for Grant Applications

encouraged to contact CFCP staff for an early consultation regarding project ideas.
